RECENT EVENTS
Trevor Carter , 3-star Parelli instructor, had a great clinic
teaching Level 1 for two days and Level 2 for two days on
September 29" through October 2", This was his second
clinic with the same curriculum. The first clinic was held May
26" through May 29™.
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Buck Brannaman , the man who was the inspiration for “The
Horse Whisperer” book and consultant for the movie, did a
wonderful Horsemanship and Cow Working Clinic October
6" through 9". He'll be back in 2008. There were 25
participants in Horsemanship and 15 in the Cow Clinic.
Buck’s unique style and traditional Vaquero background with
practical horse communication tips were evident through this
clinic.
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RECENT EVENTS (CONTINUED)
A Peter Fuller Cow Working Clinic was held on October 14"
and 15". Peter Fuller instructed 12 participants on
horsemanship, cowmanship and sportsmanship in working
with cattle. Some horses that had never seen or interacted
with cattle were introduced to them and desensitized.
People learned zone-ology of cows (like Parelli zones on a
horse — 1 through 5 — and what zones you have to push to
move a cow) and when, where, how, why and what to do
when you get “there”, using pressure and release to get the
cow to respond to their request while offering dignity to cow
and horse. People loved it so much that Peter is adding
more clinics for 2007.
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Nita Jo Rush , 3-star Parelli instructor, just completed a 1-
day Advanced Level 1 through 3 Groundworking Clinic and 3
days of Level 2/3 Riding on October 20" through 23". The
clinics were extremely successful and people learned a lot as
you can see from the testimonials below:
